Your submission will be reviewed under guidelines set independently by CCC. You will be informed in due course whether your submission is accepted or declined. If there is no further interest in your submission, CCC and its Partners are not obligated to offer any explanation.

       Once your invention submission is accepted an Acceptance Contract will be negotiated and formalized and your invention will be placed in the priority sequence, as decided by CCC. Your invention will be assigned to a CCC Project team to be developed. If CCC has not developed your invention within a certain time frame, CCC may at its sole discretion revert the rights to the invention back to the inventor  

       It is agreed and understood that, with regard to your invention submission, no contractual obligation of any kind exists between you and CCC or any of CCC's Partners unless and until a formal Submission Agreement has been entered into, and then, only as expressed in that agreement.  

       No rights and liabilities arising out of your submission are defined solely by the protection available under applicable Canadian statutes, relating to intellectual property, including patents, copyrights and/or trademarks and/or designs.

       Material similar to your submission may already be known to CCC and its Partners either in the public domain, in prior art patents, or in the known works of others, including the past and 

present works of employees and members of CCC and its Partners.   Where materials of similar nature are submitted to CCC and its Partners, they are under no obligation to reveal patents or projects that are similar to your submission or to reveal any information learned through investigating your submission.

  The submitter is not aware of any proposal, product, process, etc, similar to this submission, other than the one submitted herewith.  The submitter is not aware of any conflict of patent or intellectual property in Canada or elsewhere.        This Agreement applies to CCC and its Partners, their employees, agents and affiliated companies.
